For if you had believed Moses, you would have believed me
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When in the Gospels it is spoken of Moses, it is not done only referring to the Pentateuch, and in a very special way of Deuteronomy in which a prophet equal to Moses is promised: "A prophet like me will the LORD, your God, raise up for you from among your own kinsmen; to him you shall listen. This is exactly what you requested of the LORD, your God, at Horeb on the day of the assembly, when you said, 'Let us not again hear the voice of the LORD, our God, nor see this great fire any more, lest we die. ' And the LORD said to me, 'This was well said. I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their kinsmen, and will put my words into his mouth; he shall tell them all that I command him.  If any man will not listen to my words which he speaks in my name, I myself will make him answer for it. But if a prophet presumes to speak in my name an oracle that I have not commanded him to speak, or speaks in the name of other gods, he shall die. ' "If you say to yourselves, 'How can we recognize an oracle which the LORD has spoken?', Know that, even though a prophet speaks in the name of the LORD, if his oracle is not fulfilled or verified, it is an oracle which the LORD did not speak. The prophet has spoken it presumptuously, and you shall have no fear of him. "(Dt 18,15-22). When it is spoken of Moses, it is a general mention to the Old Testament, once divided in Law, Prophets, Psalms. Whoever believes in Ancient Scripture will necessarily have to believe in Lord Jesus, because he does nothing in his life other than fulfill every prophecy, promise, oath of God. The Old Testament’s words create history, that’s why Jesus can say, “If you believed Moses, you would believe me too.” He is the true life of those ancient words.
"If I testify on my own behalf, my testimony cannot be verified. But there is another who testifies on my behalf, and I know that the testimony he gives on my behalf is true. You sent emissaries to John, and he testified to the truth. I do not accept testimony from a human being, but I say this so that you may be saved. He was a burning and shining lamp, and for a while you were content to rejoice in his light. But I have testimony greater than John's. The works that the Father gave me to accomplish, these works that I perform testify on my behalf that the Father has sent me. Moreover, the Father who sent me has testified on my behalf. But you have never heard his voice nor seen his form, and you do not have his word remaining in you, because you do not believe in the one whom he has sent. You search the scriptures, because you think you have eternal life through them; even they testify on my behalf. But you do not want to come to me to have life. "I do not accept human praise; moreover, I know that you do not have the love of God in you. I came in the name of my Father, but you do not accept me; yet if another comes in his own name, you will accept him. How can you believe, when you accept praise from one another and do not seek the praise that comes from the only God? Do not think that I will accuse you before the Father: the one who will accuse you is Moses, in whom you have placed your hope. For if you had believed Moses, you would have believed me, because he wrote about me. But if you do not believe his writings, how will you believe my words? "      
What Jesus says of himself with regard to the Old Testament, every Christian has to say of the New Testament about himself. As Jesus is the true life of every Word of the Father previously said, so the Christian must be the true life of every Word of Christ Jesus contained in the sacred texts. Only that the Christian cannot say this because he does not live all the words of Christ Jesus. Often, the Christian does not live even one of them, and for this reason one can never appeal to the Gospel to attest its truth. As Jesus could say: Believe in me and you will believe in the Father, because from him I speak and his works I do, so also the Christian should always be able to say: Believe in me, because I speak from the heart of Christ and his Holy Spirit and also the works belong to him, because they are done for him. If today there is no faith in many hearts, the responsibility lies with the Christian. His testimony to Christ is devoid of any fulfillment of the Word of the Gospel. When this separation between Gospel, Word and life takes place, true faith in hearts will never be born.
