PORTRAIT OF JESUS, THE DIFFERENT
Jesus is the Eternal, Supernatural, Divine and Human Different. He is Different from all that has existed, exists, will exist on earth and in heaven. He is Different in the Word, in Teaching, in Command. He is Different by Redemption, Justification, Salvation, Mediation, Revelation, eternal Life, Truth, Grace, Light, Resurrection. He is Different from every Prophet, King, Priest come before Him among the People of the Lord. He is Different from Moses, Elijah, Elisha, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel, John the Baptist. He is Different in Prayer. He is Different on the Cross and in Resurrection. He is Different in Time and in Eternity. He is different in the Glory and in the Lordship. He is Different by Heart, Mind, Thoughts. He is the Different for He is. The others are not. He is Different by Nature and by Mission. The Difference is his Essence and Nature. 
The fact that man does not believe in the truth of Christ Jesus is reality. Faith depends on the acceptance of the proclaimed, preached, taught Word. However, the fact that the Christian does not believe poses serious problems. He lacks coherence between what he says he is and what he professes. Then, that the own Christian denies Christ Jesus attests that in him there has been a regress from light into darkness, from truth into falsity, from righteousness into unrighteousness, from wisdom into foolishness. If, to this regress, one also adds the collaboration with every might opposing Christ for his cancellation from history and from every life, then one has passed into betrayal. It is always betrayal when one hands Jesus over to those who want to crucify Him, get rid of Him. Finally, if the own Christians are the crucifiers of Jesus, then it is devilish and satanic will.  
Jesus is not comparable to any existing reality. No Angel can be equal to Him. Jesus is the Creator and the Lord of the Angel, as well as he is the Creator and the Lord of every man. He is the only one made God before all centuries. He is the Only Begotten Son of the Father who made himself flesh. He is not a man who made himself God. Earth has been and will always be full of these men. Instead, he is the only true God who made himself true man and who eternally lives as true God and true man. As every man was created by Him, by will of the Father, in the Holy Spirit, so every man will have to be redeemed and justified by Him, by will of the Father, in the Spirit; not out of Him, though, but through Him, in Him, becoming his true body, his truth life, to be manifestation of his true life among his brothers. 
Jesus is the eternal Necessary of humanity. He is the infinitively Necessary, more than oxygen, water, bread. More than the sun and the stars. More than the sea and the plants. More than trees and animals. More than every other creature, that was given to man to nourish his life. When one separates from this eternal Necessary, one is bad. The spirit is without light, the mind without truth, the heart without love, the soul without life. The body feels this lack and suffers terribly. That word given by God to Jeremiah is fulfilled: “My people have forsaken me, the source of living waters; They have dug themselves cisterns, broken cisterns, that hold no water.” Christ is the source of water welling up to eternal life. But man prefers the cisterns of mud.
The other word, given by God to Jeremiah again is also fulfilled: “I brought you into the garden land to eat its goodly fruits, You entered and defiled my land, you made my heritage loathsome.” Man will always make earth a desert, if he does not accept Christ Jesus, the only one who gives the water that turns the desert into a garden and the dead trees into plants bearing fruit every month. The mystery of Christ Jesus is overly great. It is a shame that the disciples of the Lord have made Him someone equal, someone similar to every other man. And, thus, the Crucified and the pirate are the same thing. Holiness and the incarnated Truth and the sinner, the false, the liar, the untruthful are the same thing. The Risen God and the one lying in death are the same thing. The terrorist, the criminal, the murderer of his brothers and the One who has given his life to redeem man are the same thing.
For intellectual honesty, for respect to the millions and millions of the martyrs and of the confessors of the truth of Christ, the Christian must refrain himself from these aberrations. One cannot say that the martyrs of Christ, who were deprived of their life only by doing the good, and the perpetrators of humanity, who deprive the others of their life by doing the evil and, moreover, by justifying it in the name of an inexistent truth, are the same thing. Evil is eternally evil. Good is eternally good. Jesus went into the world by doing only the good. He has never known the evil, not even in one of his recondite thought. He has offered everyone his eternal life. He has helped everyone to accept his light. Even as Crucified, he has done only the good, giving everyone his forgiveness and asking for forgiveness to the Father for them. 
Everything might become useless for man tomorrow. One might never say that about Christ. One removes Jesus from the life of a man, one makes it a stain of sin and of death. A machine that is only able to destroy the truth, extinguish the light, obscure the charity, hide the true mercy. One makes it a machine capable of declaring even the most monstrous falsities truth. Even genocides are declared progress and civilization by this machine of sin. If man wants to become from machine for death a person for life, he must accept Christ that is the eternal source of his life. History attests it. All the time, whoever has accepted Jesus, and has let himself be led by Him, walking from faith to faith and from truth to truth, has become a builder for life for his brothers. Those who have refused Him have remained in the darkness of death. 
It urges an immediate persuasion in the Holy Spirit. Jesus is not a man as all the other men and not even a God as all the other gods who are worshipped in this world. Jesus is the only gift of the Father, namely of the Creator and Lord of the entire visible and invisible universe, of heaven and earth, of things and of man, through whose means humanity, that is in death, can turn back to life, from sin he can pass into grace, from darkness into light, from perdition into salvation. Jesus is the only one who can take man, every man, away from slavery and lead him again in the true freedom. Whoever wants to be again life, light, grace, truth, righteousness, holiness, love, mercy, hope, forgiveness, peace, reconciliation, does not only believe in Christ, but he must also become one only mystery, one only thing, one only body with Him. 
Everything comes from Him and through Him. One lives all thing in Him and with Him. In Him and with Him means in the body that is the Church. This is the true faith: stopping being from us and beginning being of Christ, in Him, with Him, through the ministry of grace and truth of the Church. This is the true faith: passing in Christ, with Him, through Him, from a senseless life, deprived of the true meaning, filled with vanity, foolishness and ignorance, consumed by futility, by nothingness, and by all that does not last and is not worth it, to a life interwoven with faith, hope, charity: virtues that make us truly free to live from the might of the Father’s love, from the healing and regenerating force of the grace of Christ, from the light and from the truth of the Holy Spirit. May every man of earth live this most pure truth of his Lord, Saviour, Redeemer. Every life lived in the light of Christ is life that creates hope in many other hearts. It is life that makes the difference from every other life lived by whom does not have the true faith in his Lord and Christ. May the Mother of God obtain for all to enter this truth, without never separating from the Author of every life.
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
