PORTRAIT OF THE VIRGIN MARY
Advocate, Helper, Benefactress, Mediatrix

The glory of the Virgin Mary is only one: being Her the Mother of Jesus, of the Eternal Only Begotten Son of the Father, of the Messiah, of the Redeemer, of the Saviour, of the Lord of the universe, of the Judge of the living and of dead. To this glory his Son, from the high of the cross, has added a second one: He has made Her true Mother, in Him, with Him, through Him, of each of his disciple. This is why it is righteous to say that She is not Advocate, She is our Mother Advocate. She is not Helper. She is our Mother Helper. She is not Mediatrix. She is our Mother Mediatrix. The substance of things changes. Likewise, the same truth must be preached for Christ Jesus. Being made true man, He has made Himself brother of every child of Adam, namely brother of every man. Making Himself brother, He is my brother Redeemer, my brother Saviour, my brother Messiah, my brother who is rich in grace and mercy toward me, my brother who takes my sin on Him to expiate it, my brother who offers the Father his life for my ransom. He is not brother of me, who am his disciple, but brother of every child of Adam, brother of every man who has come, comes, will come on our earth. since He made Himself brother of every man, it is a righteous thing that one proclaims to every man that the Son of God, his Creator, has made Himself brother and that he is the only brother who can redeem him. This is the brotherhood that we want to destroy today: the true brotherhood with Christ Jesus, necessary so that all the children of Adam may be true brothers again. Without the true brotherhood in Christ Jesus, that is brotherhood by redemption, by delivering, by salvation, and is fulfilled through the faith in Him, all the other brotherhood are unstable as unstable is the statue with the golden head and with its feet partly iron and partly tile of the dream of Nebuchadnezzar.
“In the king's presence Daniel made this reply: "The mystery about which the king has inquired, the wise men, enchanters, magicians, and astrologers could not explain to the king. But there is a God in heaven who reveals mysteries, and he has shown King Nebuchadnezzar what is to happen in days to come; this was the dream you saw as you lay in bed. To you in your bed there came thoughts about what should happen in the future, and he who reveals mysteries showed you what is to be. To me also this mystery has been revealed; not that I am wiser than any other living person, but in order that its meaning may be made known to the king, that you may understand the thoughts in your own mind. "In your vision, O king, you saw a statue, very large and exceedingly bright, terrifying in appearance as it stood before you. The head of the statue was pure gold, its chest and arms were silver, its belly and thighs bronze, the legs iron, its feet partly iron and partly tile. While you looked at the statue, a stone which was hewn from a mountain without a hand being put to it, struck its iron and tile feet, breaking them in pieces. The iron, tile, bronze, silver, and gold all crumbled at once, fine as the chaff on the threshing floor in summer, and the wind blew them away without leaving a trace. But the stone that struck the statue became a great mountain and filled the whole earth.” (Dn 2,27-35). All brotherhood made not in Christ are built on the frailness that is connatural to them. But also every covenant not built on the firm foundation that Christ Jesus is, is frail covenant. Today we often assist to covenants of necessity that consume their days in a quarrel with no interruption. Covenants in which every part, with many subterfuges, do nothing but seeking to stand over the other ones. This game lasts until the covenant is not broken and then with great tiredness one makes another one and another one again but always on frailness, always with the tile feet.
Instead, our brotherhood in Christ is founded on the rock of his Word: having the Holy Spirit as Enlivener, Guardian the Father of Heaven, the body of Christ as dwelling in which to live, the Virgin Mary as Advocate, Helper, Mediatrix. In the brotherhood without Christ the Holy Spirit lacks, the Father of heaven is absent, there is no firm foundation, the common dwelling in which to live lacks and above all the Mother on whom the dwelling must always stand is absent. Without Her everything is frail. 
The Virgin Mary is the Mother Advocate for us. There is an endless difference between a woman who is advocate of a person and the Virgin Mary who is the Advocate of all her children. The Mother seeks the salvation of her child with all her heart, mind, soul, all herself. She does not sleep, not close her eyes, not rest until she finds the right way to ask for the grace of salvation for each of her child. The Virgin Mary is Advocate before the Lord more than Abraham and She is Advocate more than Moses. “The men set out from there and looked down toward Sodom; Abraham was walking with them, to see them on their way. The LORD reflected: "Shall I hide from Abraham what I am about to do, now that he is to become a great and populous nation, and all the nations of the earth are to find blessing in him? Indeed, I have singled him out that he may direct his sons and his posterity to keep the way of the LORD by doing what is right and just, so that the LORD may carry into effect for Abraham the promises he made about him." Then the LORD said: "The outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah is so great, and their sin so grave, that I must go down and see whether or not their actions fully correspond to the cry against them that comes to me. I mean to find out." While the two men walked on farther toward Sodom, the LORD remained standing before Abraham. Then Abraham drew nearer to him and said: "Will you sweep away the innocent with the guilty? Suppose there were fifty innocent people in the city; would you wipe out the place, rather than spare it for the sake of the fifty innocent people within it? Far be it from you to do such a thing, to make the innocent die with the guilty, so that the innocent and the guilty would be treated alike! Should not the judge of all the world act with justice?" The LORD replied, "If I find fifty innocent people in the city of Sodom, I will spare the whole place for their sake." Abraham spoke up again: "See how I am presuming to speak to my Lord, though I am but dust and ashes! What if there are five less than fifty innocent people? Will you destroy the whole city because of those five?" "I will not destroy it," he answered, "if I find forty-five there." But Abraham persisted, saying, "What if only forty are found there?" He replied, "I will forebear doing it for the sake of the forty." Then he said, "Let not my Lord grow impatient if I go on. What if only thirty are found there?" He replied, "I will forebear doing it if I can find but thirty there." Still he went on, "Since I have thus dared to speak to my Lord, what if there are no more than twenty?" "I will not destroy it," he answered, "for the sake of the twenty." But he still persisted: "Please, let not my Lord grow angry if I speak up this last time. What if there are at least ten there?" "For the sake of those ten," he replied, "I will not destroy it." The LORD departed as soon as he had finished speaking with Abraham, and Abraham returned home.” (Gen 18,16-33). 
“When the people became aware of Moses' delay in coming down from the mountain, they gathered around Aaron and said to him, "Come, make us a god who will be our leader; as for the man Moses who brought us out of the land of Egypt, we do not know what has happened to him." Aaron replied, "Have your wives and sons and daughters take off the golden earrings they are wearing, and bring them to me." So all the people took off their earrings and brought them to Aaron, who accepted their offering, and fashioning this gold with a graving tool, made a molten calf. Then they cried out, "This is your God, O Israel, who brought you out of the land of Egypt." On seeing this, Aaron built an altar before the calf and proclaimed, "Tomorrow is a feast of the LORD." Early the next day the people offered holocausts and brought peace offerings. Then they sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to revel. With that, the LORD said to Moses, "Go down at once to your people, whom you brought out of the land of Egypt, for they have become depraved. They have soon turned aside from the way I pointed out to them, making for themselves a molten calf and worshiping it, sacrificing to it and crying out, 'This is your God, O Israel, who brought you out of the land of Egypt!' I see how stiff-necked this people is," continued the LORD to Moses. "Let me alone, then, that my wrath may blaze up against them to consume them. Then I will make of you a great nation." But Moses implored the LORD, his God, saying, "Why, O LORD, should your wrath blaze up against your own people, whom you brought out of the land of Egypt with such great power and with so strong a hand? Why should the Egyptians say, 'With evil intent he brought them out, that he might kill them in the mountains and exterminate them from the face of the earth'? Let your blazing wrath die down; relent in punishing your people. Remember your servants Abraham, Isaac and Israel, and how you swore to them by your own self, saying, 'I will make your descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky; and all this land that I promised, I will give your descendants as their perpetual heritage.'" So the LORD relented in the punishment he had threatened to inflict on his people.” (Ex 32,1-14). If Abraham and Moses manage to defend with such a convincing argumentation before God, let us think with how much more convincement our Mother, our Advocate defends our case before the Lord. Not only is the Virgin Mary our Advocate and also the Mother Helper. She is the Mother who never tires to offer her help, help not of a stranger, not of a friend and neither of a brother, but the help of the Mother ready to sacrifice her life for the life of her children. Some reflections about the Litanies of Loreto can help enter this most high mystery of our mystical Mother.
Refuge of sinners (Refugium peccatorum). The Virgin Mary is the Refuge of sinners for everyone who approaches Her finds the refuge in the salvation that her heart of Mother always obtains for them. She lives the same mission as Jesus. Before Him, sinners found refuge for they knew they would have found forgiveness, mercy, piety, compassion, acceptance. They escaped from the Pharisees for they were despised, denied, distanced, condemned, judged by them: “While he was at table in his house, many tax collectors and sinners came and sat with Jesus and his disciples. The Pharisees saw this and said to his disciples, "Why does your teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?" He heard this and said, "Those who are well do not need a physician, but the sick do. Go and learn the meaning of the words, 'I desire mercy, not sacrifice.' I did not come to call the righteous but sinners." Then the disciples of John approached him and said, "Why do we and the Pharisees fast (much), but your disciples do not fast?" Jesus answered them, "Can the wedding guests mourn as long as the bridegroom is with them? The days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they will fast. No one patches an old cloak with a piece of unshrunken cloth, for its fullness pulls away from the cloak and the tear gets worse. People do not put new wine into old wineskins. Otherwise the skins burst, the wine spills out, and the skins are ruined. Rather, they pour new wine into fresh wineskins, and both are preserved." (Mt 9,10-17). Even Paul, the greatest sinner, confesses the received mercy: “I am grateful to him who has strengthened me, Christ Jesus our Lord, because he considered me trustworthy in appointing me to the ministry. I was once a blasphemer and a persecutor and an arrogant man, but I have been mercifully treated because I acted out of ignorance in my unbelief. Indeed, the grace of our Lord has been abundant, along with the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus. This saying is trustworthy and deserves full acceptance: Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners. Of these I am the foremost. But for that reason I was mercifully treated, so that in me, as the foremost, Christ Jesus might display all his patience as an example for those who would come to believe in him for everlasting life.” (1Tm 1,12-16).  In the Old Testament, God, the heavenly Father, is refuge of true salvation: “Lord my God, I take refuge in you; save and deliver me from all who pursue me (Psal 7,2). The Lord is a refuge for the oppressed, a stronghold in times of trouble. (Psal 9,10).  For in the day of trouble he will keep me safe in his dwelling; he will hide me in the shelter of his sacred tent and set me high upon a rock. (Psal 26,5). You are my hiding place; you will protect me from trouble and surround me with songs of deliverance. (Psal 31,7). But I will sing of your strength, in the morning I will sing of your love; for you are my fortress, my refuge in times of trouble. (Psal 58,17).  My salvation and my honor depend on God; he is my mighty rock, my refuge. (Psal 61,8). A prayer of Moses the man of God. Lord, you have been our dwelling place throughout all generations. (Psal 89,1). I will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my fortress, my God, in whom I trust.” (Psal 90,2). But the Lord has become my fortress, and my God the rock in whom I take refuge. (Psal 93,22). The high mountains belong to the wild goats; the crags are a refuge for the hyrax. (Psal 103,18). I cry to you, Lord; I say, “You are my refuge, my portion in the land of the living.” (Psal 141,6). He is my loving God and my fortress, my stronghold and my deliverer, my shield, in whom I take refuge, who subdues peoples under me.” (Pal 143,2). Even judas, the betrayer, if he had turned to the Virgin Mary, would have been accepted, forgiven, presented to Christ Jesus to obtain his forgiveness. This is the might of refuge of our heavenly Mother. Her heart of Woman, of Mother, of Queen seeks, desires, yearns that: that every sinner may convert, live, love again, serves the lord in humbleness and purity of intentions, with righteous conscience. She goes and seeks the great sinners to make them great worshippers of her Son Jesus. This is her mystery of Mother: always seeking sinners to save. While we, modern Pharisees, always seek the saints.
Consoler of the afflicted (Consolatrix afflictorum). God is the Consoler of the afflicted, of the abandoned, of the suffering, of the condemned to death. God comforts us by redemption, delivering, new creation, gift of Christ and of his Holy Spirit. The consolation of God fills the heart with sweet hope again. In God and with his strength, in Christ and with his grace, in the Holy Spirit and with his truth, man also participates this divine mission: being consoler of the afflicted. The entire Scripture, both the Old and the New Testament reveal this truth. “Jesus knew that they wanted to ask him, so he said to them, "Are you discussing with one another what I said, 'A little while and you will not see me, and again a little while and you will see me'? Amen, amen, I say to you, you will weep and mourn, while the world rejoices; you will grieve, but your grief will become joy. When a woman is in labor, she is in anguish because her hour has arrived; but when she has given birth to a child, she no longer remembers the pain because of her joy that a child has been born into the world. So you also are now in anguish. But I will see you again, and your hearts will rejoice, and no one will take your joy away from you. On that day you will not question me about anything. Amen, amen, I say to you, whatever you ask the Father in my name he will give you.” (Jn 16,19-23).  “For it is surely just on God's part to repay with afflictions those who are afflicting you, and to grant rest along with us to you who are undergoing afflictions, at the revelation of the Lord Jesus from heaven with his mighty angels, in blazing fire, inflicting punishment on those who do not acknowledge God and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. These will pay the penalty of eternal ruin, separated from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his power, when he comes to be glorified among his holy ones and to be marveled at on that day among all who have believed, for our testimony to you was believed.” (2Ts 1,6-10). “He will be your comfort and the support of your old age, for his mother is the daughter-in-law who loves you. She is worth more to you than seven sons!" (Rt 4,15). I chose the way for them and sat as their chief; I dwelt as a king among his troops; I was like one who comforts mourners. (Jb 29,25). I, it is I who comfort you. Can you then fear mortal man, who is human only, to be looked upon as grass (Is 51, 2). And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Advocate to be with you always (Jn 14,16). The Advocate, the holy Spirit that the Father will send in my name - he will teach you everything and remind you of all that (I) told you. (Jn 14,26). When the Advocate comes whom I will send you from the Father, the Spirit of truth that proceeds from the Father, he will testify to me (Jn 15,26). But I tell you the truth, it is better for you that I go. For if I do not go, the Advocate will not come to you. But if I go, I will send him to you. (Jn 16,7). Now let us ask: what is exactly the mission of the Virgin Mary in this divine role of the consolation of the afflicted? She is not occasional, temporary, sporadic, when necessary. She is not the Consoler of some afflicted, either. She is Consoler, rather She is the Consoler by mission, science, understanding, intercession, art, prayer, fulfilment. We can say that the consolation is what the Mother is called to do as her true specific ministry, as her own quality, toward all those children who are disciples of her Son, but also toward every other child who has not come to the faith in Christ the Lord. She is the Consoler of humanity. Wherever there is weeping, an affliction, sorrow, sadness, loneliness, a war, death itself, there is the place of the Mother of Jesus. How does the Virgin Mary comfort? Intervening directly before her Son Jesus and before her other children so that everyone may do his part in the great miracle of the joy to bring again in the hearts. She comforts making Herself an active instrument of relief, peace, joy, rest. There is no human suffering that the Virgin Mary does not make as hers, does not present before her Son Jesus, does not care for directly, intervening through such mysterious ways that only the soul who receives her comfort knows. History attests that the Virgin Mary is truly the Mother of consolation and of joy.
Help of the Christians (Auxilium Christianorum). Always in the Old Scripture, God was invoked as mighty help, always effective, capable of delivering from every affliction, sadness, difficulty. Even from the most powerful enemies did the lord deliver with firm hand, straight arm, resolute will, revealing in all his actions all his divine almightiness and irresistible determination: “Do not hide your face from me, do not turn your servant away in anger; you have been my helper. Do not reject me or forsake me, God my Savior.” (Psal 26,9). Hear my cry for mercy as I call to you for help, as I lift up my hands toward your Most Holy Place. (Psal 27,2). The Lord is my strength and my shield; my heart trusts in him, and he helps me. My heart leaps for joy, and with my song I praise him. (Psal 27,7). To you, Lord, I called; to the Lord I cried for mercy (Psal 29,9). Hear, Lord, and be merciful to me; Lord, be my help. (Psal 29,11). In my alarm I said, “I am cut off from your sight!” Yet you heard my cry for mercy when I called to you for help.” (Psal 30,23). We wait in hope for the Lord; he is our help and our shield. (Psal 32,20). Blessed are those whose help is the God of Jacob, whose hope is in the Lord their God. (Psal 145,5). Thus we may say with confidence: "The Lord is my helper, (and) I will not be afraid. What can anyone do to me?" (Hb 13,6). God has given us the “mightier, most divine, holiest, strongest, truest, most effective, solver of our human condition” through the mean of his Son, who, being incarnated, has taken our wickedness, our sins, our infirmities and sickness upon Himself and has taken them away, expiating for us, dying in our place, instead of us. This mighty help is thus proclaimed in the Song of the Suffering Servant of the Lord: “He was spurned and avoided by men, a man of suffering, accustomed to infirmity, One of those from whom men hide their faces, spurned, and we held him in no esteem. Yet it was our infirmities that he bore, our sufferings that he endured, While we thought of him as stricken, as one smitten by God and afflicted. But he was pierced for our offenses, crushed for our sins, Upon him was the chastisement that makes us whole, by his stripes we were healed. We had all gone astray like sheep, each following his own way; But the LORD laid upon him the guilt of us all. Though he was harshly treated, he submitted and opened not his mouth; Like a lamb led to the slaughter or a sheep before the shearers, he was silent and opened not his mouth.” (Is 53,3-7). She is a help of essence through change of substance and of nature. How does the Virgin Mary help the Christians and why is She invoked as “help of the Christians?” what role does She exercise and live toward the Christians? To answer this question, we must ask: who is a Christian exactly? The Christian is true child of Mary, made by Her mystically. We can say that the Christian is the perennial suffering of the heavenly Mother. Why is her suffering perennial? It is the suffering that gives no peace, serenity, tranquillity, rest. The Christian is all of that for the Mother of God and our Mother, for today, on our earth, he is the instrument of Christ, of the Holy Spirit, of the Father for the building of the Kingdom of God.  The Christian is also the favourite prey of Satan. If in the world there are, from one side, a billion of people and one only Christian from the other one, Satan leaves the billion of people and lunges against the Christian. The billions of people is already in his falsity. The Christian is in the light of Christ Jesus. He is light of Christ who can convert the billion of people to God. This is why Satan is entirely focused for the conquest of the Christian. Who can save the Christian from the furious temptation of the spirit of evil? Only the Virgin Mary. She alone can trample his head, crashing it under her feet. If the Christian does not walk with this mighty help, almighty by grace, sooner or later he will perish and will be “rotten” by Satan, devoured by him. The Mother of God is feared by Satan. He knows that he can do nothing against Her. The Christian does not know that, though, he pretends not to know it, he forgets to remember. Either he clings, tightens, hides under the mantle of his heavenly Mother, or he will be delicious food in Satan’s jaws.
Cause of our joy (Causa nostrae laetitiae). We can acknowledge why the Virgin Mary is the cause of our joy meditating on three characters that the Old Testament offers: Jael, Judith, Ester. Jael is the cause of great joy for she has killed Sisera, the enemy of her people: “Blessed among women be Jael, blessed among tent-dwelling women. He asked for water, she gave him milk; in a princely bowl she offered curds. With her left hand she reached for the peg, with her right, for the workman's mallet. She hammered Sisera, crushed his head; she smashed, stove in his temple. At her feet he sank down, fell, lay still; down at her feet he sank and fell; where he sank down, there he fell, slain. From the window peered down and wailed the mother of Sisera, from the lattice: "Why is his chariot so long in coming? why are the hoofbeats of his chariots delayed?" The wisest of her princesses answers her, and she, too, keeps answering herself: "They must be dividing the spoil they took: there must be a damsel or two for each man, spoils of dyed cloth as Sisera's spoil, an ornate shawl or two for me in the spoil." (Jdg 5,24-30).  Judith is source of unsayable joy and exultance for she has cut the head of Holophernes, the one who had decided to devastate the people of the Lord: “But the Lord Almighty thwarted them, by a woman's hand he confounded them. Not by youths was their mighty one struck down, nor did titans bring him low, nor huge giants attack him; But Judith, the daughter of Merari, by the beauty of her countenance disabled him. She took off her widow's garb to raise up the afflicted in Israel. She anointed her face with fragrant oil; with a fillet she fastened her tresses, and put on a linen robe to beguile him. Her sandals caught his eyes, and her beauty captivated his mind. The sword cut through his neck. "The Persians were dismayed at her daring, the Medes appalled at her boldness. When my lowly ones shouted, they were terrified; when my weaklings cried out, they trembled; at the sound of their war cry, they took to flight.” (Jdt 16,5-11).  Ester is source, spring of joy for, with her intercession, she let her people be not destroyed. She has not hesitated to put her life into danger: “On the third day, when she had finished praying, she took off her suppliant's mourning attire and dressed herself in her full splendour. Radiant as she then appeared, she invoked God who watches over all people and saves them. With her, she took two ladies-in-waiting. With a delicate air she learned on one, while the other accompanied her carrying her train. Rosy with the full flush of her beauty, her face radiated joy and love: but her heart shrank with hear. Having passed through door after door, she found herself in the presence of the king. He was sitting on his royal throne, dressed in all his robes of state, glittering with gold and precious stones-- a formidable sight. He looked up, afire with majesty and, blazing with anger, saw her. The queen sank to the floor. As she fainted, the colour drained from her face and her head fell against the lady-in-waiting beside her. But God changed the king's heart, inducing a milder spirit. He sprang from his throne in alarm and took her in his arms until she recovered, comforting her with soothing words. 'What is the matter, Esther?' he said. 'I am your brother. Take heart, you are not going to die; our order applies only to ordinary people. Come to me.” (Est 5,1a-1f). These three Women, figures of the Virgin Mary, have exposed their life so that the people of the Lord may enjoy freedom, peace, tranquillity, may not live as a slave of the powerful and the tyrants of earth. The Virgin Mary is the cause of our joy for She has handed over Herself to the plan of salvation of our Lord and God. In Her, the Redeemer of the world was conceived, through Her He is born, with Her before the cross He offered his sacrifice for our salvation. There is no true joy on earth that does not arise from a great, immense, boundless sorrow. The Virgin Mary let every joy for the Christian people flow by reason of her martyrdom before the cross, when the sword of sorrow and suffering pierced her soul, according to the prophecy of Simeon. No sorrow is comparable to the sorrow with which the Mother of Jesus was pierced.
I do not believe that we children of the Virgin Mary have acknowledged Her in her entire mystery. To acknowledge it, we should be perennially immersed in the Holy Spirit in an eternal contemplation, without never take our eyes off Her. Since today the Christian is walking through a way from which Christ Jesus, the Father of heaven, the Holy Spirit will be absent, also the Virgin Mary our mother will necessarily be absent. She might even be there to implore some grace from Her. but then, concluded the state of necessity and need, one comes back on the way on which the Mother who must always keep us in the love of the Father, in the grace of Christ Jesus in the communion of the Holy Spirit does not walk before and behind us, at our right and left hand. She who must help us found our brotherhood only in Christ Jesus every day will lack. If we do not have Her as our Mother, Christ Jesus as our brother in whose body the true brotherhood is built, the Father of heaven, our unique and only Father, the Holy Spirit who must always enliven the love of brothers toward brothers, our brotherhood is built on vanity, on frailness, on sin. It is brotherhood always ready to be shattered, broken. Nothing resists and nothing lasts if it is not planted in God. It is planted in God if it is planted in Christ Jesus. It is planted in Christ Jesus if it is planted in his Church, one, holy, Catholic, Apostolic. It is eternal and unmodifiable truth. Whoever had to modify this eternal decree of our heavenly Father should know that he is the greatest deceiver of people. Not only. He deprives them of the life of every true brotherhood that Christ Jesus is, that in Christ Jesus is and that one lives with Him.
This maternity of Mary in the order of grace began with the consent which she gave in faith at the Annunciation and which she sustained without wavering beneath the cross, and lasts until the eternal fulfillment of all the elect. Taken up to heaven she did not lay aside this salvific duty, but by her constant intercession continued to bring us the gifts of eternal salvation. By her maternal charity, she cares for the brethren of her Son, who still journey on earth surrounded by dangers and cultics, until they are led into the happiness of their true home. Therefore the Blessed Virgin is invoked by the Church under the titles of Advocate, Auxiliatrix, Adjutrix, and Mediatrix. This, however, is to be so understood that it neither takes away from nor adds anything to the dignity and efficaciousness of Christ the one Mediator. (LG 62). 
The Virgin Mary is the Mother Helper. She helps the one who sees one of his brothers in need and immediately intervenes to bring all that necessary help not only to save the life of the one who fell among thieves, as the wanderer of the evangelic Parable, but also the one who lacks something necessary to give dignity to his life. Needs are always many. The helpers are always few. Some can neither help for they lack every necessary mean to bring an effective help. However, they can always bring the help of their consolation and of their presence. The Virgin Mary is Mother Helper not only after her son has precipitated in the ravine of sin, of death, of the spiritual and also material great poorness. She is the helper by prevention. She sees the evil in which we might precipitate and before we fall in it, She comes and obtains from her Son all those helps of grace so that we may remain on the way of life without ever abandoning it. Even for the things of time, She knows how to be effective Helper for us. She also precedes each of our prayer. So great is the mystery of her intercession. The more one enters the mystery of our mother and the more we acknowledge our mystery. Before her light we see our light.
The Virgin Mary is the Mother Mediatrix. Mediatrix of whom? Of what? We know that Christ Jesus is the unique and universal Mediator between his Father and the entire universe and that He exercises his Mediation in wisdom, understanding, science, love and utmost piety in the Holy Spirit. If Jesus is the unique and universal Mediator, of whom and of what is the Virgin Mary Mother Mediatrix? The Virgin Mary is the Mediatrix of the heart of Christ Jesus. She is the only one who can enter the heart of the Son to draw all those graces who are needed for the sanctification of her children. There is no grace She cannot draw. If the Virgin Mary can draw every grace, why do we people almost always live in a despair that deprives us of every life? The reasons of the despair must not be searched in the non-mediation of our Mother. They must be found in our detachment from Christ, from the Father and from the Holy Spirit. The Virgin Mary cannot tie us again in Christ without our will. She can intercede before the Son so that we are tied again. However, if we refuse, She will always continue praying, but She can do little to enrich us with every grace of her Son. We have refused Him, the source of our life. Refusing Christ, we have also refused Her as our true Mother. She remains Mediatrix in eternity, but She can do nothing for us because of our hardened heart. With this last statement, we enter the tremendous mystery of man’s responsibility with regard to the eternal perdition. No one can do something for his salvation, if man is stubborn in the refusal of Christ Jesus and of his grace. But what are we teaching today? That in the evening of life we will all be accepted in the eternal kingdom of God. In what book of the Holy Scripture is this truth contained? One replies that by now the Scripture is no longer needed to know the truth. The truth is the heart of man and his thoughts. May our Mother deliver us from such a great lie.
