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We are sinners. We betray the Lord, we deny Him, we swear his holy name, we ignore his Law, we do not want to live according to his Commandments, we disassociate ourselves from his will. We even deny his existence, making ourselves god, deciding on our own what is good and what is evil. We rebel against our truth of being his creatures, made by Him in his image and likeness. We have destroyed the Lord, we have abolished Him as our God. For utmost righteousness He should destroy us, uproot us from this earth, drowning us alive in eternal damnation, so great is our sin, so immense is our wickedness and evilness.
He should treat us as he has treated Korah, Dathan e Abiram:
Korah, son of Izhar, son of Kohath, son of Levi, (and Dathan and Abiram, sons of Eliab, son of Pallu, son of Reuben) took two hundred and fifty Israelites who were leaders in the community, members of the council and men of note. They stood before Moses, and held an assembly against Moses and Aaron, to whom they said, "Enough from you! The whole community, all of them, are holy; the LORD is in their midst. Why then should you set yourselves over the LORD'S congregation?" When Moses heard this, he fell prostrate. Then he said to Korah and to all his band, "May the LORD make known tomorrow morning who belongs to him and who is the holy one and whom he will have draw near to him! Whom he chooses, he will have draw near him. Do this: take your censers (Korah and all his band) and put fire in them and place incense in them before the LORD tomorrow. He whom the LORD then chooses is the holy one. Enough from you Levites!" Moses also said to Korah, "Listen to me, you Levites! Is it too little for you that the God of Israel has singled you out from the community of Israel, to have you draw near him for the service of the LORD'S Dwelling and to stand before the community to minister for them? He has allowed you and your kinsmen, the descendants of Levi, to approach him, and yet you now seek the priesthood too. It is therefore against the LORD that you and all your band are conspiring. For what has Aaron done that you should grumble against him?" Moses summoned Dathan and Abiram, sons of Eliab, but they answered, "We will not go. Are you not satisfied with having led us here away from a land flowing with milk and honey, to make us perish in the desert, that you must now lord it over us? Far from bringing us to a land flowing with milk and honey, or giving us fields and vineyards for our inheritance, will you also gouge out our eyes? No, we will not go." Then Moses became very angry and said to the LORD, "Pay no heed to their offering. I have never taken a single ass from them, nor have I wronged any one of them." Moses said to Korah, "You and all your band shall appear before the LORD tomorrow-you and they and Aaron too.
Then each of your two hundred and fifty followers shall take his own censer, put incense in it, and offer it to the LORD; and you and Aaron, each with his own censer, shall do the same." So they all took their censers, and laying incense on the fire they had put in them, they took their stand by the entrance of the meeting tent along with Moses and Aaron. Then, when Korah had assembled all his band against them at the entrance of the meeting tent, the glory of the LORD appeared to the entire community, and the LORD said to Moses and Aaron, "Stand apart from this band, that I may consume them at once." But they fell prostrate and cried out, "O God, God of the spirits of all mankind, will one man's sin make you angry with the whole community?" The LORD answered Moses, "Speak to the community and tell them: Withdraw from the space around the Dwelling" (of Korah, Dathan and Abiram). Moses, followed by the elders of Israel, arose and went to Dathan and Abiram. Then he warned the community, "Keep away from the tents of these wicked men and do not touch anything that is theirs: otherwise you too will be swept away because of all their sins." When Dathan and Abiram had come out and were standing at the entrances of their tents with their wives and sons and little ones, Moses said, "This is how you shall know that it was the LORD who sent me to do all I have done, and that it was not I who planned it: if these men die an ordinary death, merely suffering the fate common to all mankind, then it was not the LORD who sent me. But if the LORD does something entirely new, and the ground opens its mouth and swallows them alive down into the nether world, with all belonging to them, then you will know that these men have defied the LORD." No sooner had he finished saying all this than the ground beneath them split open, and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed them and their families (and all of Korah's men) and all their possessions. They went down alive to the nether world with all belonging to them; the earth closed over them, and they perished from the community. But all the Israelites near them fled at their shrieks, saying, "The earth might swallow us too!" So they withdrew from the space around the Dwelling (of Korah, Dathan and Abiram). And fire from the LORD came forth which consumed the two hundred and fifty men who were offering the incense. (Num 16.1-35). 
But God is not only utmost righteousness, He is also piety, mercy, compassion, eternal charity. He has always revealed Himself as a merciful Father, who always forgives those who convert and return to Him, in repentance and in the desire to acknowledge Him as their God, Lord, Creator. If He were not utmost clemency, as well, none of us would exist more than half-day, so great is our wickedness and evilness toward his holy name. His utmost clemency creates hope in our heart. The sinner can return to Him, for he knows that his God forgives greatly. This was the hope of the prodigal son: “Coming to his senses he thought, 'How many of my father's hired workers have more than enough food to eat, but here am I, dying from hunger. I shall get up and go to my father and I shall say to him, "Father, I have sinned against heaven and against you. I no longer deserve to be called your son; treat me as you would treat one of your hired workers."' So he got up and went back to his father. While he was still a long way off, his father caught sight of him, and was filled with compassion. He ran to his son, embraced him and kissed him. His son said to him, 'Father, I have sinned against heaven and against you; I no longer deserve to be called your son.' But his father ordered his servants, 'Quickly bring the finest robe and put it on him; put a ring on his finger and sandals on his feet. Take the fattened calf and slaughter it. Then let us celebrate with a feast, because this son of mine was dead, and has come to life again; he was lost, and has been found.' Then the celebration began.” (Lk 15, 17-24)
For an arcane of perfect salvation, sanctification, God has set the Virgin Mary, the most sweet Mother of his Beloved Son, to be the “treasure and finance officer” of his divine clemency. The Mother of God accomplishes her holy work or ministry in different ways, according to multiple ways. First of all, She carries it out, forestalling us in each of our needs both spiritual and material. She does not want us to deny our God and Lord, and this is why She obtains every grace to us so that we may persevere in our path of faith, hope, charity.
 Secondly, She exercises it going herself seeking the lost sheep to lead them back to the sheepfold of Her Son Jesus. History attests that the Virgin Mary has descended from heaven, come among us, showed, revealed Herself, appeared, spoken, invited, asked to work for the conversion of all sinners. This is tireless work. She never ceases to come to our rescue. She is always among her children, for She wants no one to be lost, to die in eternal darkness.
Thirdly, dampening and sweetening the arrows of God’s righteousness, covering the sin with the mantle of her mercy, waiting for them to convert, to return to the full love of their Saviour and Lord. If the Virgin Mary did not come between us and the Divine father, we might hardly exist. Our sins are so many and so great to deserve the punishment immediately. Instead, through the clemency of such a great Mother, the Lord delays the day of his wrath, He delays it until the moment of conversion. Mary hides us from the Lord’s wrath, according to the same Command given by Him  to the children of Israel: “Get behind the rocks, hide in the dust, From the terror of the LORD and the splendor of his majesty!” (Is 2,10) “Go, my people, enter your chambers, and close your doors behind you; Hide yourselves for a brief moment, until the wrath is past. See, the LORD goes forth from his place, to punish the wickedness of the earth's inhabitants; The earth will reveal the blood upon her, and no longer conceal her slain.” (Is 26, 20-21) Our heavenly Mother is our safest hiding place. Whoever takes refuge in Her, whoever trusts in Her, whoever relies on Her, whoever invokes Her with will of true conversion, is always helped by Her to fulfil the path of his true return to the Lord through a most perfect obedience to his divine will.
Here is the place, in this most high mystery of our Mother to deal with an issue that is Christology and Mariology together. Here is the question we are called to answer: the Virgin was made by the Father, in the Holy Spirit, Redeemer with Christ the Redeemer. In clearer terms: has the Father entrusted Her with such most high ministry? Let us immediately say, without any theological doubt, that the Virgin Mary is not Co-Redeemer, for She was redeemed by God in view of Christ’s merits. If She is redeemed, She cannot be Co-Redeemer. However, She is Redeemer in Christ, with Christ, through Christ, more than any other member of the body of Christ. Today Christ Jesus fulfils the work of the Redemption through his body that is the Church. Every member of the body of Christ, according to his particular sacramental conformation, is Redeemer, but always in Christ, with Christ, through Christ. She is Redeemer in the measure of her obedience and her holiness. Now, is there any such wondrous member more than the Virgin Mary in obedience and in holiness within the body of Christ? Her Redemption is done in many ways: She has given her life to the Father, body, spirit and soul in a complete and total way. She has given her virginal womb to the Holy Spirit so that the Eternal Word may be made flesh in it through her work. She has consecrated her entire life to the Son. By the Son, She has let Herself be made Mother of his body, Mother of his mystical body and Mother of the body of humanity to redeem and to lead to the body of Christ that is the Church. The Son has also made Her Mediator between Him and the entire humanity. She also joins every might of intercession in prayer before her Son through the work of the Spirit. The narration of the wedding in Cana, placed by the Apostle John as beginning of the works of Christ Jesus. She is the Queen of the Angels and of the Saints. Her merits before God are most high. Here is what the mystery of the Redemption consists of: adding to Christ’s obedience, the obedience of the entire body, to Christ’s holiness the holiness of the entire body, to Christ’s mission the mission of the entire body, to the Holy Spirit of Christ the Holy Spirit of the entire body, to the cross of Christ the cross of the entire body. If through the sacrifice of Abraham, the Lord promised that He would have blessed all the nations of his offspring, what promise has He made to the Virgin Mary on the Golgotha who has truly offered her Son to the Father for the redemption of humanity? For all these reasons the Virgin Mary participates infinitively more than any other member of the body of Christ. However, every Redeemer always redeems but only if one is in Christ, with Christ, through Christ, in his obedience and in his holiness. Most Clement Virgin, hide us under your mantle of mercy awaiting our conversion. Angels and Saints hasten our return to the Lord, our obedience and sanctification to be redeemer in Christ, through Christ, with Christ in his most pure faithfulness to his Father.
