Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me according to your word
It is a righteous thing for everyone to know that through the faith of Noah who turns the received Word into immediate obedience, the Lord saves life on earth. through the faith of Abraham who goes up to the mountain to sacrifice Isaac, the Lord promises that all nations would have been blessed in their offspring one day. Through the faith of Moses and his obedience to each received Word, the Lord fulfils the liberation of the children of Israel from the heavy slavery of Egypt and gives life to an entire nation in a inhospitable desert for forty years. Through the faith of Joshua, the Lord gives his people the conquest of the promised land. Through the faith of the Virgin Mary and through the work of the Holy Spirit, the Father fulfils the incarnation of his Only Begotten Son. Though every person of faith the Lord will always fulfil works of salvation and of redemption. Let us read what the Letter to the Hebrews reveals about faith: Faith is the realization of what is hoped for and evidence of things not seen. Because of it the ancients were well attested. By faith we understand that the universe was ordered by the word of God, so that what is visible came into being through the invisible. By faith Abel offered to God a sacrifice greater than Cain's. Through this he was attested to be righteous, God bearing witness to his gifts, and through this, though dead, he still speaks. By faith Enoch was taken up so that he should not see death, and "he was found no more because God had taken him." Before he was taken up, he was attested to have pleased God. But without faith it is impossible to please him, for anyone who approaches God must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who seek him. By faith Noah, warned about what was not yet seen, with reverence built an ark for the salvation of his household. Through this he condemned the world and inherited the righteousness that comes through faith. By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to a place that he was to receive as an inheritance; he went out, not knowing where he was to go. By faith he sojourned in the promised land as in a foreign country, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs of the same promise; for he was looking forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and maker is God. By faith he received power to generate, even though he was past the normal age - and Sarah herself was sterile - for he thought that the one who had made the promise was trustworthy. So it was that there came forth from one man, himself as good as dead, descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and as countless as the sands on the seashore. All these died in faith. They did not receive what had been promised but saw it and greeted it from afar and acknowledged themselves to be strangers and aliens on earth, for those who speak thus show that they are seeking a homeland. If they had been thinking of the land from which they had come, they would have had opportunity to return. But now they desire a better homeland, a heavenly one. Therefore, God is not ashamed to be called their God, for he has prepared a city for them. By faith Abraham, when put to the test, offered up Isaac, and he who had received the promises was ready to offer his only son, of whom it was said, "Through Isaac descendants shall bear your name." He reasoned that God was able to raise even from the dead, and he received Isaac back as a symbol.
By faith regarding things still to come Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau. By faith Jacob, when dying, blessed each of the sons of Joseph and "bowed in worship, leaning on the top of his staff." By faith Joseph, near the end of his life, spoke of the Exodus of the Israelites and gave instructions about his bones. By faith Moses was hidden by his parents for three months after his birth, because they saw that he was a beautiful child, and they were not afraid of the king's edict. By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh's daughter; he chose to be ill-treated along with the people of God rather than enjoy the fleeting pleasure of sin. He considered the reproach of the Anointed greater wealth than the treasures of Egypt, for he was looking to the recompense. By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the king's fury, for he persevered as if seeing the one who is invisible. By faith he kept the Passover and sprinkled the blood, that the Destroyer of the firstborn might not touch them. By faith they crossed the Red Sea as if it were dry land, but when the Egyptians attempted it they were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell after being encircled for seven days. By faith Rahab the harlot did not perish with the disobedient, for she had received the spies in peace. What more shall I say? I have not time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets, who by faith conquered kingdoms, did what was righteous, obtained the promises; they closed the mouths of lions, put out raging fires, escaped the devouring sword; out of weakness they were made powerful, became strong in battle, and turned back foreign invaders. Women received back their dead through resurrection. Some were tortured and would not accept deliverance, in order to obtain a better resurrection. Others endured mockery, scourging, even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, sawed in two, put to death at sword's point; they went about in skins of sheep or goats, needy, afflicted, tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in deserts and on mountains, in caves and in crevices in the earth. Yet all these, though approved because of their faith, did not receive what had been promised. God had foreseen something better for us, so that without us they should not be made perfect. (Hb 11,1-40). Faith, that is most pure obedience to every Word of the Lord, always fulfils what is announced in the Word. The Word remains with no effect, if one does not give it the most complete and perfect obedience. The Virgin Mary believes in the Word that the Angel Gabriel has turned to her and through this faith, She becomes Mother of the Saviour, Mother of the One who is the eternal life, the light, the truth, the grace, the resurrection for the entire humankind. Our God will always do what He says, said and will say, if we, like the Virgin Mary and upon Her example, believe and obey each of his Word, Word that is entirely contained in the Holy Scripture, current Word that He will always address to every man. Obeying every Word of Christ Jesus, we will obey the Holy Spirit, as well, who must lead us to the entire truth. We must always remember such wondrous and unrepeatable fruit that the Lord has given to us through the Virgin Mary. He was able to give the world the promised Messiah and the Messiah is his Only Begotten Son who became flesh through the work of the Holy Spirit in the most pure womb of Her whom He, the Father, has filled with grace since the first moment of her conceiving. If the faith of Abraham has obtained for us the promise of our Saviour, through the faith of the Virgin Mary the Saviour was given to us. The prophet Isaiah and also some psalms have already revealed whom the Saviour who was given to us was.: “The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; Upon those who dwelt in the land of gloom a light has shone. You have brought them abundant joy and great rejoicing, As they rejoice before you as at the harvest, as men make merry when dividing spoils. For the yoke that burdened them, the pole on their shoulder, And the rod of their taskmaster you have smashed, as on the day of Midian. For every boot that tramped in battle, every cloak rolled in blood, will be burned as fuel for flames. For a child is born to us, a son is given us; upon his shoulder dominion rests. They name him Wonder-Counselor, God-Hero, Father-Forever, Prince of Peace. His dominion is vast and forever peaceful, From David's throne, and over his kingdom, which he confirms and sustains By judgment and justice, both now and forever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this!” (Is 9,1-6). “I will proclaim the Lord’s decree: He said to me, “You are my son;  today I have become your father. Ask me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of the earth your possession. You will break them with a rod of iron; you will dash them to pieces like pottery.” (Psal 2,7-9). “The Lord says to my lord: “Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies a footstool for your feet.” The Lord will extend your mighty scepter from Zion, saying, “Rule in the midst of your enemies!” Your troops will be willing on your day of battle. Arrayed in holy splendor, your young men will come to you like dew from the morning’s womb. The Lord has sworn and will not change his mind: “You are a priest forever, in the order of Melchizedek.” (Psal 110, 1-4). In the Virgin Mary the incarnation of the Word is the first work fulfilled by the Lord through the divine and almighty action of the Holy Spirit. This first work will be accompanied by many other actions, always fulfilled by the Father, through Christ, in Christ, with Christ, through the mighty and divine action of the Holy Spirit and through the most pure obedience of the Virgin Mary, now Mother of God, for the One who was born of Her is the Only Begotten Son of the Father, for He was made by Him in today of eternity, before time. The One who is born of Her is his Eternal Word.
In the sixth month, the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a town of Galilee called Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a man named Joseph, of the house of David, and the virgin's name was Mary. And coming to her, he said, "Hail, favored one! The Lord is with you." But she was greatly troubled at what was said and pondered what sort of greeting this might be. Then the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. Behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall name him Jesus. He will be great and will be called Son of the Most High, and the Lord God will give him the throne of David his father, and he will rule over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end." But Mary said to the angel, "How can this be, since I have no relations with a man?" And the angel said to her in reply, "The holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you. Therefore the child to be born will be called holy, the Son of God. And behold, Elizabeth, your relative, has also conceived a son in her old age, and this is the sixth month for her who was called barren; for nothing will be impossible for God." Mary said, "Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me according to your word." Then the angel departed from her. (Lk 1,26-38). 
Let us reflect for a moment: if the Lord does everything through the faith of the creature that He made in his image and likeness, can we think that God may fulfil, today, tomorrow and always, the salvation of the world without the faith of man in the Word of Christ Jesus, in every Word of Christ Jesus? If in the Old Testament the salvation was promised through the faith of those who have believed in the Word of God, in the New Testament salvation is given through the faith of every disciple of Jesus. The faith in Christ Jesus arises in a heart through the faith in the Word of Christ the Lord from those who already believe in Christ. When does a disciple have faith? When he obeys every Word written in the Holy Texts of the Divine Revelation and also every Word that the Lord can always address to him today, in this time, in these historical circumstances and walks to the entire truth under the leading and motion of the Holy Spirit. Where there is no obedience to the Word of the Lord from the Christian, no faith arises in a heart and the salvation fulfilled by Christ the Lord with the sacrifice of his cross is left to fall in vain. There is no greater sin from a disciple of Jesus than the omission or the non-obedience to the Word. Through the non-obedience to the Word, a multitude of hearts do not achieve salvation and cannot enjoy the fruits of Redemption. Today there is a nefarious plan pursued by malicious workers, by false apostles of Christ Jesus, from deacons and servants of Satan, that, if it is fulfilled and imposed to the Church as her way of being and of doing, a plan that attempts to create the complete emancipation from the Word as it is contained in the Holy Scriptures, the salvation of the world is seriously compromised together with the salvation of many disciples of the Lord. Building a Church from below, a Church of assemblies, a rainbow Church, a chameleonic Church is the greatest disgrace that may fall against humankind. The Church is born through the obedience to the Word and also lives through the obedience to the Word. The Word is that of God, never that of man. The Virgin Mary has brought the salvation into the world through her faith. The Church, if she wants to bring salvation, can do it only with her faith and faith is the obedience to every Word of Christ Jesus.
