Blessed are you who believed that what was spoken to you by the Lord would be fulfilled
When one obeys the Holy Spirit, He always works according to the purpose for which the command was given. The intrinsic purpose in each of his command is hardly ever revealed to us. Obedience must be given to Him, who is Wisdom and Understanding, Science and Eternal Truth. To Him who commands, to Him who moves, to Him who inspires, to Him who always prompts should one obey immediately. We do not know why obedience is asked, He knows it and this is why He asks it. Let us think for a moment to what is narrated in the Gospel according to John. When does Jesus arrive to the well in Samaria? Toward midday. When does the woman of Samaria come to draw water? Toward midday. If Jesus had not obeyed the Holy Spirit, he would have come some moments later and would have missed a marvellous occasion of salvation. When does Jesus set off to Jerusalem? In time to reach the Holy Town some days before Passover. Thus He could have arranged all things so that what the Father commanded to be done might be fulfilled according to divine Wisdom and Understanding. The Virgin Mary, after having given her profession of complete and total obedience to the Words of the Angel Gabriel has become Mother of God immediately, since Mother of the eternal Son of the Father, through the work of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit immediately moves her heart so that she may visit her cousin Elizabeth, who has been carrying a child in her womb for six months according to the Word that still the Angel Gabriel had proclaimed to the father Zechariah in the temple of Jerusalem.  The Angel had prophesised that the child would have been filled with the Holy Spirit in the womb of his mother: But the angel said to him, "Do not be afraid, Zechariah, because your prayer has been heard. Your wife Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you shall name him John. And you will have joy and gladness, and many will rejoice at his birth, for he will be great in the sight of (the) Lord. He will drink neither wine nor strong drink. He will be filled with the holy Spirit even from his mother's womb, and he will turn many of the children of Israel to the Lord their God. He will go before him in the spirit and power of Elijah to turn the hearts of fathers toward children and the disobedient to the understanding of the righteous, to prepare a people fit for the Lord." (Lk 1,13-17). For Elizabeth’s child the Holy Spirit does not have to descend directly from heaven. Instead, He must flow from the heart of the Virgin Mary. She lets Him flow through her breath. Jesus too gives the Holy Spirit to his Apostles in the Cenacle, the evening of his resurrection, breathing upon them. As soon as the breath of the Mother of God reaches the ear of her cousin, the child leaps for joy in her womb. But this is not everything. The Holy Spirit opens the mouth of Elizabeth and she proclaims the mystery of the Virgin Mary in a moment. The cousin is the Mother of her Lord, the Mother of God. This great honour is work of God in Her, but it is also a fruit of her obedience. Mary is blessed for She has believed the Word that was turned to Her by the Angel. While Zechariah, her husband, had become mute because he did not believe in the Word addressed to him in the name of the Lord.
During those days Mary set out and traveled to the hill country in haste to a town of Judah, where she entered the house of Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. When Elizabeth heard Mary's greeting, the infant leaped in her womb, and Elizabeth, filled with the holy Spirit, cried out in a loud voice and said, "Most blessed are you among women, and blessed is the fruit of your womb. And how does this happen to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to me? For at the moment the sound of your greeting reached my ears, the infant in my womb leaped for joy. Blessed are you who believed that what was spoken to you by the Lord would be fulfilled. (Lk 1,39-45). 
The Virgin Mary, in the house of Zechariah, reveals how mighty the obedience to every motion of the Holy Spirit is. Whoever obeys does not know the purpose of the motion. The Spirit knows it and fulfils it, if our obedience is similar in all to that of the Mother of the Lord. So that one may obey the Spirit of God, it is necessary that, like the Virgin Mary, we are also filled with Holy Spirit and with wisdom. How can it be possible then? Living the same obedience of the Mother of God. If our constant and perseverant obedience to every Word of the Lord is lacking, little by little the Holy Spirit is quenched in us and through us He cannot fulfil any work, neither of redemption, nor of salvation, neither of conversion, nor of sanctification. On the contrary, if we are filled with Holy Spirit and we grow from fullness into fullness, we will always let ourselves be moved and inspired by Him and we shall always obey with prompt and willing obedience. As the Virgin Mary has obeyed promptly, so we must also obey promptly. The Holy Spirit might fulfil the work for which He has asked our obedience. This is the faith that must rule the heart and the mind of every disciple of Jesus: the Holy Spirit through the means of me wants to do his great work of salvation. What work He wants to fulfil, I ignore that. However, I know that my obedience is necessary for Him and this is why I obey without knowing and also without even seeing the work fulfilled by Him that sometimes occurs in the secret of a heart and of a mind. Other times, for our spiritual solace, He lets us see some sparkle of the wonders made by Him. When one obeys, one desires nothing but being ready without even one second delay. However, sometimes we are ten, twenty, thirty and even fifty years late for the appointment with the Holy Spirit. This means that through us the Spirit of the Lord might never fulfil one only wondrous work. If we are not filled with Holy Spirit, we will always show the works of devil and we will say his thoughts. Flesh speaks and works from flesh. Whoever is filled with Holy Spirit speaks and works from the Spirit of the Lord, always in obedience to each of his motion. May the Mother of God, the Mother of my Lord, come to our rescue soon, bringing the Holy Spirit into the Church and into the heart of every disciple of Jesus with all his might of conversion.
