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Blessed is the womb that carried you and the breasts at which you nursed!
The relation between Mother and Son that is between Mary and Jesus is entirely founded in the Holy Spirit. Mary loves Jesus in the Holy Spirit. Jesus loves his Mother in the Holy Spirit. This love is entirely interwoven with most pure faith and with most perfect charity. There is nothing in this love that is not ruled by the most high holiness of Christ Jesus and of Mary. He was made flesh in her virginal and most chaste womb through the work of the Holy Spirit. Everything that is of Mary is of Jesus and everything that is of Jesus is of his Mother. Mary is not blessed because of the womb that has given to Christ and to the Holy Spirit and neither because She has nourished Christ Jesus with the fruit of her womb. Christ Jesus is not only Her fruit. First, He is “Eternal Fruit” of the Father and in the mystery of the incarnation He is fruit of Her and of the Holy Spirit. In fact, Jesus was conceived in her womb through the work of the Spirit of the Lord. We must confess that the mystery that is fulfilled in the Virgin Mary has never been fulfilled in any other woman and will never be fulfilled. The Father has only one “Eternal Fruit”, He has only one mystery of salvation and of redemption, He only has one life to give for the salvation of man and He has given this life to the world making it arise from the Virgin Mary. There is no other mystery to fulfil and consequently there is no other woman who may be called to become Mother of the Lord, Mother of God. The woman who raises her voice from the crowd purely stops at a relation according to the flesh. Jesus is great for He is born of a sublime woman. Thus, Mary would participate to the greatness of her Son. Her Son is great and his Mother is great as well. Instead, Jesus goes beyond every relation founded on the sole nature. He brings the relation to the supernatural. The one who is declared great among men is not great. È grande chi ascolta la Parola di Dio e la osserva. The one who listens to the Word of God and observes it is great. The greatness of man is only smoke and mirrors. The one who is great among men is not always great according to God. One might be praised by men, but rebuked by the Lord in eternity. Instead, the one who is praised by God is great and the one who listens to his Word and observes it is praised by God. Here is the true greatness of man. Thus the Apostle Paul to the Corinthians: “Consider your own calling, brothers. Not many of you were wise by human standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. Rather, God chose the foolish of the world to shame the wise, and God chose the weak of the world to shame the strong, and God chose the lowly and despised of the world, those who count for nothing, to reduce to nothing those who are something, so that no human being might boast before God. It is due to him that you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God, as well as righteousness, sanctification, and redemption, so that, as it is written, "Whoever boasts, should boast in the Lord." (1Cor 1,1-31). “Not that we dare to class or compare ourselves with some of those who recommend themselves. But when they measure themselves by one another and compare themselves with one another, they are without understanding. But we will not boast beyond measure but will keep to the limits God has apportioned us, namely, to reach even to you. For we are not overreaching ourselves, as though we did not reach you; we indeed first came to you with the gospel of Christ. We are not boasting beyond measure, in other people's labors; yet our hope is that, as your faith increases, our influence among you may be greatly enlarged, within our proper limits, so that we may preach the gospel even beyond you, not boasting of work already done in another's sphere. "Whoever boasts, should boast in the Lord." For it is not the one who recommends himself who is approved, but the one whom the Lord recommends.” (2Cor 10,12-18). The Apostle Paul knows that everything in Him is work of the grace of God. Since the first moment of his conceiving everything in the Apostle Paul has occurred by grace of his Lord. If he met Christ on the way to Damascus is by grace. If he served Christ is by grace. Nothing is from him and nothing is on his merit. The grace of the Lord has surrounded him inside and outside. He perseveres by grace and he never tires by grace.
While he was speaking, a woman from the crowd called out and said to him, "Blessed is the womb that carried you and the breasts at which you nursed." He replied, "Rather, blessed are those who hear the word of God and observe it." (Lk 11, 27-28) 
 The beatitude of a man is only from God. Mary is blessed because She has been chosen by God since the first moment of her conceiving and since that moment She has been filled with every grace, rather filled with measureless grace. If She has replied with her yes to the Angel, She could it only by grace. If She has always been exemplary Mothe for Christ Jesus, She did it for She was sustained by the grace of the Lord. However, She has been meek before grace. From grace She has let Herself be ruled. This meekness has one only name: humbleness: “The Lord has looked upon my humbleness, my meekness, fruit in me of grace, as well, and has made his grace hundredfold so that I may always remain in grace and grow in grace for all the days of my life.” Jesus does not deny the grace of his Mother. From the natural He turns it into supernatural, from the human and from the earthily He brings it into the divine and into the heavenly. Mary is great for She is entirely work of God. She is work of God more than a pot in the hands of the potter. The potter only gives the shape to the pot. He does not create the clay. Our God has created a most special clay with the Virgin Mary, clay entirely made of grace and of light, then to this clay created as most special He has given the desired shape, without neither finding in the Virgin Mary the resistance of a dry leaf on the wings of a hurricane wind. This is the beatitude of the Mother of the Lord. Mother of God and our Mother, let us become clay in the hands of our God. Obtain from your Son a shred of your meekness and thus we may also begin to be led by the grace of our God.  10 December 2023
