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MOTHER OF MERCY 
In order to know according to truth, we must dispose our mind and our heart n great humbleness and ask the Holy Spirit to help us enter his divine, eternal, supernatural mystery. In the light of the Divine Revelation, one must immediately say that Mercy is the heart of God the Father, always turned to the man who is miserable, poor, mean, not because he was made like that, but because he has made himself so because of his original disobedience and he is making himself so with his several personal sins.  Sin makes us humanly poor. Sin makes the soul, but also the spirit and the body, miserable, poor and mean. Our thoughts, our will, our feelings, our desires, our discernment are poor, miserable and mean. Sin empties us of God, of his wisdom, of his love, of his righteousness, of his holiness, of his truth, of his grace. If it only emptied us, it would be a minor evil. Sin, in emptying us of God, leaves all the space to Satan so that he can take his place. This is our great meanness, poorness, misery: placing Satan at the government of our entire life. However, if Satan rules our life, in us he wants, thinks, speaks, decides, knows, establishes, reasons, argues, dialogues. Here is then what the Mercy of our God consists of: putting into action his entire divine almightiness, all his divine science and understanding, his entire divine grace, all his will in order to deliver man from the power of Satan and from the darkness and bringing him into the kingdom of his light.
This truth is thus manifested by the Holy Spirit through the mouth of the Apostle Peter: “Rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, insincerity, envy, and all slander; like newborn infants, long for pure spiritual milk so that through it you may grow into salvation, for you have tasted that the Lord is good. Come to him, a living stone, rejected by human beings but chosen and precious in the sight of God, and, like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it says in scripture: "Behold, I am laying a stone in Zion, a cornerstone, chosen and precious, and whoever believes in it shall not be put to shame." Therefore, its value is for you who have faith, but for those without faith: "The stone which the builders rejected has become the cornerstone," and "A stone that will make people stumble, and a rock that will make them fall." They stumble by disobeying the word, as is their destiny. But you are "a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people of his own, so that you may announce the praises" of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. Once you were "no people" but now you are God's people; you "had not received mercy" but now you have received mercy. (1Pt 2,1-10). Here is the Mercy of God the Father: the gift of Christ Jesus Crucified made to us. The gift made to us by Christ Jesus Crucified of the Holy Spirit as our Holy Spirit, of his will as our will, of his heart as our heart, of his mind as our mind, of his thought as our thought, of his Word as our Word, of his feelings as our feelings, of his Mother as our true Mother, of his righteousness as our righteousness, of his charity as our charity, of his life as our life.
The Virgin Mary is the Mother of Mercy, first because Shel et Herself be made by God Mother of his Divine and Eternal Mercy that is his Only Begotten Son, given to us for our salvation. She Is Mother of Mercy also because She let Herself be given by Christ Jesus as our True Mother, Mother who must give us her heart, in which the entire love of the Father, the grace of Christ Jesus, the most pure truth of the Holy Spirit lives in fullness and perfection as our true heart. However, the entire mystery of her being Mother of Mercy is not all: as Christ Jesus is the Mercy of the Father in the Holy Spirit, made flesh for our eternal redemption, the Virgin Mary must be in us, for all the time of history, the Mercy of Christ that is first in the endless prayer for the conversion of sinners and then a continuous research of those who have abandoned the body of Christ and, also, of those who have never been body of Christ so that the first ones may return and the second may become and remain forever. Since God’s Mercy is entirely aimed at the true salvation of the man and each of his grace is aimed at entering and remaining in the true salvation, also the Mercy of the Virgin Mary and every grace She obtains for us through her intercession, has the same purpose: either so that we may become body of Christ, if we are not, or so that we may live as true body of Christ, if we are in Christ, or so that we may be again true body of Christ. However. Today one wants God’s Mercy without any relation with the body of Christ and also the Mercy of the Mother of God not aimed at our perfect conformation to Christ in his body, with his body, through his body. This is a very serious theological, Christological, pneumatological, soteriological, ecclesiological, Mariological, missiological mistake. Every intervention of the Mother of God in our life is always aimed at creating the most pure faith in Christ Jesus. This truth is revealed by the Holy Spirit in the Gospel according to John. The purpose of the miracle performed in the banquet feast of Cana in Galilee is the creation in the disciples of the faith in Christ Jesus: “Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs 7 in Cana in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his disciples began to believe in him” (Cfr. Jn 2,1-11). Mother of God and our Mother, through your Mercy, let the entire world become disciple of Jesus and live as his true body.
