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MOST PURE MOTHER
The Virgin Mary was conceived most pure, for She was preserved from sin, in view of the merits of Christ Jesus. Since the first moment of her life, She was interwoven with grace and light by God the Lord, who made Her his temple, his dwelling, his paradise on our earth. Not only is the Virgin Mary most pure for She was created like that by God the Lord who has kneaded of divine nature by participation. She is most pure because for all the time of her mortal life on our earth She has let Herself be led by the Holy Spirit from purity to purity until reaching the utmost purity granted to a creature. She is most pure Mother in sufferings. The utmost has been achieved at the feet of the Cross. She is there, on the Golgotha, to offer her Son to the Father, the Son of her love. There, on the Golgotha, the Virgin Mary gives fullness of fulfilling to the sacrifice of Abraham. The son was spared to him. He offered a ram caught by his horns in the bush. Instead, the Virgin Mary truly, really, substantially offers the Son to the Father for the redemption of the world, so that all nations of earth may be blessed in Him. Christ offers Himself and is offered by his Mother. Even in this offer, She is most pure Mother. Nothing lacks to her sorrow. Most pure and perfect sorrow. "Come, all you who pass by the way, look and see Whether there is any suffering like my suffering, which has been dealt me.” (Lam 1, 12) There is no single moment of her life that has not been most pure in each thing. If one wanted to find one only non-most pure moment, this one would waste his time uselessly. However, today, and this is our great sin, one would also overwhelm Her in our lie, in our falsity, in our darkness of sin. One wants to make Her a woman as all the other women, with no difference. Having destroyed Christ the Lord, we want to denigrate Her with all mud of falsity. 
On the contrary, we cry to the world that as Jesus achieved the utmost perfection of her purity and holiness through the things He suffered, thus also the Virgin Mary achieved the utmost perfection in purity and holiness through the sword that pierced her soul: “Every high priest is taken from among men and made their representative before God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He is able to deal patiently with the ignorant and erring, for he himself is beset by weakness and so, for this reason, must make sin offerings for himself as well as for the people. No one takes this honor upon himself but only when called by God, just as Aaron was. In the same way, it was not Christ who glorified himself in becoming high priest, but rather the one who said to him: "You are my son; this day I have begotten you"; just as he says in another place: "You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek." In the days when he was in the flesh, he offered prayers and supplications with loud cries and tears to the one who was able to save him from death, and he was heard because of his reverence. Son though he was, he learned obedience from what he suffered; and when he was made perfect, he became the source of eternal salvation for all who obey him, declared by God high priest according to the order of Melchizedek. (Heb 5,1-10). Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who in his great mercy gave us a new birth to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, to an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you who by the power of God are safeguarded through faith, to a salvation that is ready to be revealed in the final time. In this you rejoice, although now for a little while you may have to suffer through various trials, so that the genuineness of your faith, more precious than gold that is perishable even though tested by fire, may prove to be for praise, glory, and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. Christ Jesus has not chosen them, for He is man, true man and in the sacrament of Episcopate, through the work of the Holy Spirit, it is as if “a true substantiation in them of the Word of God, of the Only Begotten Son of the Father, of the Word true man, sent by the Father for the redemption” happened. The true man descended by heaven is made substance in the true man born of earth. The issue is of perfect identity of true man in the true man. There are no other reasons, neither cultural, nor moral, nor of other nature, but this unique and only reason: the true man in the true man always through the work of the Holy Spirit. Today the man decides to create his own gender, but in a confused, disordered, antihuman way, for one wants no difference of gender, because one wants to be androgyne, a hermaphrodite being, both male and female at the same time.
