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MOTHER OF THE CREATOR
Here is what we wrote years ago about Mary Mother of the Creator: The Creator, of whom Mary is Mother, is neither the Father nor the Holy Spirit. He is not God in his eternal and divine substance, because Mary is a creature. She was made by God though in such an extraordinarily beautiful and holy way as to surpass all the beauty of creation put together. The Creator, whose Mother She is, is the Word of life, according to the truth that the Prologue of the Gospel according to John announces to us: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came to be through him, and without him nothing came to be. What came to be through him was life, and this life was the light of the human race; the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it. The true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming into the world. He was in the world, and the world came to be through him, but the world did not know him. He came to what was his own, but his own people did not accept him. But to those who did accept him he gave power to become children of God, to those who believe in his name, who were born not by natural generation nor by human choice nor by a man's decision but of God. And the Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us, and we saw his glory, the glory as of the Father's only Son, full of grace and truth. John testified to him and cried out, saying, "This was he of whom I said, 'The one who is coming after me ranks ahead of me because he existed before me.'" From his fullness we have all received, grace in place of grace, because while the law was given through Moses, grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. No one has ever seen God. The only Son, God, who is at the Father's side, has revealed him.” (Cf. Jn 1,1-18).  The Word of God is the sole Mediator in the creation of the universe and of man. He is also the life, the grace, the truth of the universe and of man. He is the one and only true revealer of the Father. By knowledge of nature and person, since the Son subsists in the one and only divine nature, in which the Father and the Holy Spirit subsist, He knows the Father in the Holy Spirit as the Father knows Himself in the Holy Spirit. So also the Holy Spirit knows Himself in the Father and the Son. This is the mystery of divine knowledge. It is true mystery of pericoresis knowledge. Even if we want to know Christ the Lord, we must live with Him, in the Holy Spirit, this mystery of perichoresis of conformation to Him in holiness. The perichoresis must be perennial, forever. 
The Virgin Mary of the Eternal Word, of the Only Begotten Son of the Father, is a true Mother, because from Her the Person is born, not flesh, not a human person, not a soul merely joined to a body. The Word has two births: in the today of eternity from the Father. The same and only Word that is born from the Father in eternity is born in time from the Virgin Mary when He is made flesh in her womb. The complete human nature is assumed by the Only Begotten Son of the Father, according to the mystery that dogma has called 'hypostatic union'. Not two Persons, one human and the other divine, but one Person subsisting in two natures, divine nature and human nature, making the Eternal Word the true God and true man. Jesus is perfect God and perfect man. He who is born, however, is always one: the Eternal Person of the Word of life. Mary is Mother of the Creator because everything the Father did, does and will do in his creation and in man, He did, has done and will always do through his Word. Before the Incarnation He did it through the Word alone. After the Incarnation He does it through the Incarnate Word. Now, in human history, until the coming of the new heavens and the new earth, and then for blissful eternity, the Eternal Word of the Father no longer exists. Never again can it exist. There is the Eternal Word Incarnate. There is the Only Begotten Son of the Father who became flesh, who became true and perfect man. Of this Person, whose natures relate to each other in an indivisible, inseparable, unmistakable, immutable manner, the Virgin Mary is Mother. After the mystery of the unity and trinity in God, the mystery of the incarnation is the most impenetrable. Many minds are shipwrecked before it. So many live in perpetual confusion between nature and person, divinity and true God, humanity and true man. We proclaim with the definite faith of the Church that one is the Person and that from the Virgin Mary, the Person is born and the Person is God, is 'Creator', is Saviour, is Redeemer, is Eternal. We confess that the Person is mortal in his humanity. Immortal in its divinity. The Person resurrects in his humanity. It does not resurrect in its divinity, because divinity is immortal.  
To this very pure truth, one must add that very many children of the Church are denying Christ Jesus as the true Creator of human life today. By confessing that the Virgin Mary is the true Mother of the Creator, we confess that Jesus is our true Creator. He is our true Creator of the life of our body, our soul, our spirit. This new creation comes about through faith in Him, faith that must not only be initial. It must be everlasting faith. If faith is the only way for us to be created by our Creator who is Christ Jesus, why do we today deny the whole world the faith that comes from the preaching of the Gospel of Christ the Lord? Why do we say that all religions are equal? Only Christ is our Creator today. No one else is the Creator of man, also because every man can only be recreated from his death by Christ Jesus. If we do not preach the glorious Gospel of Christ Jesus, Jesus cannot create the new man and the world remains in death. But more seriously, if we do not preach the Gospel, we testify that we are in death. No dead person can ever preach the Gospel to another dead person. If we are dead, Satan is ruling us all.
