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Mother of Saviour
About ten years ago, we wrote this truth: “Without Christ Jesus, the Father could not be our true Saviour. He could neither be true to Himself according to all the needs of his eternal truth, that is made of utmost mercy and of endless righteousness. Without Jesus the Lord there would be no true redemption, no true salvation, everything would be from the will of God with no truth, though. Without most pure and holy truth, God would not ne true God and neither would man be true man. God needs an almighty Saviour of man and this person cannot be anyone but his Only Begotten Son. Here is how the Gospel according to Luke poclaims this truth of the Father and of the Son, of the One who wants the salvation and of the One who fulfils the salvation in our history: Then Zechariah his father, filled with the holy Spirit, prophesied, saying:  "Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel, for he has visited and brought redemption to his people. He has raised up a horn for our salvation within the house of David his servant, even as he promised through the mouth of his holy prophets from of old: salvation from our enemies and from the hand of all who hate us, to show mercy to our fathers and to be mindful of his holy covenant and of the oath he swore to Abraham our father, and to grant us that, rescued from the hand of enemies, without fear we might worship him in holiness and righteousness before him all our days. And you, child, will be called prophet of the Most High, for you will go before the Lord to prepare his ways, to give his people knowledge of salvation through the forgiveness of their sins, because of the tender mercy of our God by which the daybreak from on high will visit us to shine on those who sit in darkness and death's shadow, to guide our feet into the path of peace." (Lk 1,67-79). Without the yes of the Virgin Mary, Christ would not have been incarnated. God would have remained without any Saviour. Christ, called by the Father to save humankind, could not have fulfilled his mission and therefore He could not have fulfilled the will of his Father in his life. The yes of Mary allows that the Father wants the salvation of man truly, historically, really, substantially and that Christ may fulfil it perfectly. Now nothing lacks to salvation. Only the yes of man lacks, that must be united to the yes of the Father, to the yes of the Son, to the yes of the Holy Spirit, to the yes of the Virgin Mary.
The yes of the Virgin Mary is great beyond measure. She allowed God to be always true in His purpose of salvation, the Word of the Father always true in the fulfilment of the Father's will, the Holy Spirit always true in the fulfilment in hearts of the Father's will and the work of Jesus the Lord. We can say that the Virgin Mary in some way is the historical completion of the salvific will, of redemption, justification and sanctification of the Blessed Trinity. Without her yes, the eternal and infinite God, in His mystery of unity and trinity, would be a God who could in no way effectively save man in respect of the truth of His justice and mercy, law and mercy. It is by no means easy to acknowledge this truth. Without the yes of Mary, every requirement of God's righteousness would be eternally thwarted and man would be left without any true salvation. Salvation would have been an exclusive act of God, not of man. Where man does not truly and effectively participate in his salvation, there salvation is never true, never real, never capable of giving man a new dimension of his being and doing. Today it is precisely this truth that man lacks. One wants man's salvation without man's participation in the salvation of himself and all his brothers. One wants to save man without man by a pure act of divine almightiness. This is not true salvation, for salvation is by redemption, by ransom, by supreme justice, by expiation of debt and punishment, by man's participation in his eternal redemption'. Barely ten years have passed, and the germs of the devastation and destruction of the mystery of Christ have produced giant trees of falsehood, lies, and deception.
Here are some of these trees. First tree: Christ is no longer necessary for the salvation of the world. All religion is the way to salvation. Second tree: the body of Christ need not be formed. Every man can attain salvation by his own way. Third tree: Even the Gospel needs not to be proclaimed any more. Every religious book is the same as every other religious book. Fourth tree: One must no longer think of a Church from transcendence, one must think of it from immanence. Fifth tree: Divine Revelation has only historical value. It is not eternal truth. If it is not eternal truth, neither is the morality that flows from it of eternal value. Sixth tree: No one should be asked to convert to the Gospel. With others one must be in brotherhood, not in conversion. Seventh tree: among men and among Christians themselves there must be perfect equality. No distinction and no difference. Eighth tree: There is no Church docendi and Church descendi. There is dialogue among equals. Ninth tree: Everyone can be Church of God, everyone can enter it as it is. Tenth tree: Gone forever is the era of immutable, perennial, eternal objectivity. Today is the era of mutable subjectivity and every subjectivity will have to bow to the subjectivity of the most powerful and overbearing. Eleventh tree: we are also in the age of political correctness and what is theologically perfect must be abandoned. Twelfth tree: to the era of political correctness must be added the era of linguistic correctness. This means that one can no longer speak from the principles of our most holy faith and not even according to the theological or biblical language. Virgin Mary, Mother of Redemption, let us acknowledge that everything is in the mystery of your yes. Angels and Saints, let us not lose the truth of our salvation. 19 May 2024
