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VIRGIN MOST PRUDENT 
Not long ago, regarding the Virgin Most Prudent Virgin we wrote: Prudence is child of wisdom together with righteousness, fortitude, temperance. These are the four cardinal virtues given by God as government of our life and of our brothers’. The Virgin Mary is proclaimed Virgin Most Prudent. She is most prudent for She has always oriented her life to the greatest good. Never has She done anything that could in the slightest way hinder her path to the greatest good. However, this is not the only reason why we worship Her as Virgin Most Prudent. We find the true reason in two episodes of the Scripture. Let us read in the Gospel according to Matthew: “Therefore, stay awake! For you do not know on which day your Lord will come. Be sure of this: if the master of the house had known the hour of night when the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake and not let his house be broken into. So too, you also must be prepared, for at an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will come. "Who, then, is the faithful and prudent servant, whom the master has put in charge of his household to distribute to them their food at the proper time? Blessed is that servant whom his master on his arrival finds doing so. Amen, I say to you, he will put him in charge of all his property. But if that wicked servant says to himself, 'My master is long delayed,' and begins to beat his fellow servants, and eat and drink with drunkards, the servant's master will come on an unexpected day and at an unknown hour and will punish him severely and assign him a place with the hypocrites, where there will be wailing and grinding of teeth.” (Mt 24,42-51). The prudent person is a wise, shrewd, intelligent governor, a prudent steward. The Virgin Mary holds all the treasures of God's heart in her hands and She is their steward. She has been appointed to govern them. We can say that in the hands of the Virgin Mary never, not one atom of grace was lost, is lost today, will be lost tomorrow, never wasted, never squandered. She exercises her ministry with supreme care, supreme vigilance, supreme circumspection, supreme love, supreme faith, supreme hope, supreme meekness, supreme humility.
Here is what is said about Judith and what she says about herself: “Then Uzziah said to her: "All that you have said was spoken with good sense, and no one can gainsay your words. Not today only is your wisdom made evident, but from your earliest years all the people have recognized your prudence, which corresponds to the worthy dispositions of your heart. The people, however, were so tortured with thirst that they forced us to speak to them as we did, and to bind ourselves by an oath that we cannot break. But now, God-fearing woman that you are, pray for us that the Lord may send rain to fill up our cisterns, lest we be weakened still further." Then Judith said to them: "Listen to me! I will do something that will go down from generation to generation among the descendants of our race. Stand at the gate tonight to let me pass through with my maid; and within the days you have specified before you will surrender the city to our enemies, the Lord will rescue Israel by my hand. You must not inquire into what I am doing, for I will not tell you until my plan has been accomplished."(Jdt 8,28-34). The prudence of the Mother of God takes on another very high meaning. It becomes, in the Holy Spirit, first an intuition of the plan of salvation that the Lord has for his people and then, again in the Holy Spirit, the perfect implementation of it. She works for the kingdom of God with the highest prudence. If we do not imitate Her, God's plan fails and death conquers and destroys, demolishes and ruins. 
In her entire life the Virgin Mary ensured that through her the Father's plan of salvation and redemption would find its full and perfect fulfilment. She has never been an obstacle in the mystery of salvation. She has always placed her life in the highest wisdom and intelligence. She always co-operated with her Son so that this plan could be brought to the height of its fulfilment. We do not even know the mystery of God's salvation, and our imprudence is supreme. We have not yet learnt anything from our heavenly Mother. It is as if She had not been placed at our side to teach us the way of the greatest wisdom and intelligence. Today the plan of redemption is being destroyed by our foolishness and ignorance.
Today we must add that a great many of Jesus' disciples, having turned away from the Holy Spirit, having replaced the Spirit of the Lord with their mind and heart and the thought of Christ Jesus with their thought and the Word of their Teacher and Lord with the oracles and dogmas of sin that come out of their mouths, not only do they work with no prudence, no intelligence, no wisdom to build up the body of Christ. They are enveloped in a heaven of darkness, a heaven of ignorance, a heaven of foolishness, a heaven of pride and arrogance, a heaven of immanence, a heaven of atheism, and from this heaven they work for the destruction of the kingdom of God. In order that their work may be one of universal devastation and desolation, they have begun to reduce to dust and ashes, which the wind sweeps away, all the mystery of our faith. How have they succeeded? Through replacing the Word of God with their words. Their words have the value of eternal truth. The Word of the Lord if it spoke yesterday, speaks no more today. It was Word for yesterday and not for today. The man of today cannot walk in that Word. He needs a Word that conforms to the mentality of this century. Nor does he need yesterday's God, yesterday's Christ, yesterday's Holy Spirit, yesterday's Church, yesterday's sacraments, yesterday's structures. Today's man needs today's God. What is this God of today? It is the fruit of his thoughts. It is the fruit of a fusion of human thoughts, every day to be recast, because yesterday's fusion has lost its validity today. This is prudence today: do everything perfect so that yesterday's truth disappears and in its place all falsehood and lies are established.
