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VIRGIN MOST VENERABLE
Here is what I wrote about a decade ago: Worthy of honour is the Lord alone. For He is the only Holy One, the only Wise One, the only Just One, the only Merciful One, the only One rich in mercy and compassion, the only Saviour, Redeemer, the only Source of all good. One honours a person by recognising him in his truth, which is never truth for himself, but for the whole world. God is rich not only because He is wisdom, wisdom, eternal almightiness, but also because all that He is, He is for us. His joy is in benefiting every one of His creatures. However, before that, it is in having made every being that exists in the universe, from the supremely great to the invisibly small. Thus the Revelation sings of honour for the Lord: 
“Whenever the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to the one who sits on the throne, who lives forever and ever, the twenty-four elders fall down before the one who sits on the throne and worship him, who lives forever and ever. They throw down their crowns before the throne, exclaiming: "Worthy are you, Lord our God, to receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things; because of your will they came to be and were created." (Rev 4,9-11). 
“I looked again and heard the voices of many angels who surrounded the throne and the living creatures and the elders. They were countless in number, and they cried out in a loud voice: "Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power and riches, wisdom and strength, honor and glory and blessing." Then I heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and in the sea, everything in the universe, cry out: "To the one who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing and honor, glory and might, forever and ever." (Rev 5,11-13). 
“After this I had a vision of a great multitude, which no one could count, from every nation, race, people, and tongue. They stood before the throne and before the Lamb, wearing white robes and holding palm branches in their hands. They cried out in a loud voice: "Salvation comes from our God, who is seated on the throne, and from the Lamb." All the angels stood around the throne and around the elders and the four living creatures. They prostrated themselves before the throne, worshiped God, and exclaimed: "Amen. Blessing and glory, wisdom and thanksgiving, honor, power, and might be to our God forever and ever. Amen." (Rev 7,9-12). 
This song of glory and honour, of greatness and exaltation of our God is not ended. It will be an everlasting song. The blessed in heaven see that everything in them was and is by the grace of the Lord and this is why they praise and bless Him forever, singing of his greatness, his glory, his magnificence which are infinite. Why is the Virgin Mary worthy of honour? What are Her titles so that She may be exalted and blessed forever and ever? Why must every generation proclaim her blessed? The reasons for the honour is the Virgin Herself who sings them in her Magnificat: 
"My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord; my spirit rejoices in God my savior. For he has looked upon his handmaid's lowliness; behold, from now on will all ages call me blessed.  The Mighty One has done great things for me, and holy is his name. His mercy is from age to age to those who fear him. He has shown might with his arm, dispersed the arrogant of mind and heart. He has thrown down the rulers from their thrones but lifted up the lowly. The hungry he has filled with good things; the rich he has sent away empty. He has helped Israel his servant, remembering his mercy, according to his promise to our fathers, to Abraham and to his descendants forever." (Lk 1,46-55). 
The Virgin Mary is humble, hungry for God, thirsty for Him, always obedient to His every will. That is why the Lord raised Her up, made Her great, very great, led Her to the threshold of divinity, beyond which no creature can ever reach.  We must honour Mary as the noblest, holiest, most humble, most obedient, most faithful, most chaste, most virgin, most pure, most devout Creature, most delivered into the hands of her God and Lord. In Her we must admire all the wisdom, understanding, strength, science, power, beauty that the Lord lavished on her. If we do not honour the Virgin Mary as the true Mother of God, of Jesus, of the Saviour, of the Redeemer, of the Creator of man, we sin against the Lord. We are foolish by nature. We are devoid of all intelligence and wisdom. We are wretched blind men who wander without seeing anything of the beauty that the Lord has created for us. The Virgin Mary is the beauty of beauties, the holiness of holies, the glory of all the glories manifested by God, the mightiest power of his arm of love and holiness. This honour is due to Her forever. 
Today we must confess that we hear little about the Virgin Mary. Many times, however, when people speak of Her, they speak only from immanence and not from transcendence. This happens because She is made a woman like all other women. It is insinuated, against the revealed truth that attests her virginity is perennial - She is the ever-Virgin, the Queen of virgins - that she conceived like all other women. If this were true, it would attest that Jesus is not the eternal Word who became man. It would make Jesus a man and that is all. One would be declaring the non-incarnation of the Word. And that is what one wants to affirm. Those who affirm this declare that She is not the Mother of God. But if She is not the Mother of God, neither is Jesus the Word of God who became flesh in Her. If Jesus is not the Word of God Incarnate, we are still in our sins. The Christian would become equal to every other man and every other man equal to the Christian. Since we are all equal, we can all be in the one Church, without asking anyone for the ‘passport’ of baptism and the ‘residence card’ of the will to live according to the Gospel. When you deny a lower truth, you always deny a higher truth. When one destroys a derived truth, one also destroys the truth of origin. This also applies to man made by God in his image and likeness, created male and female. One destroys this truth because one wants to destroy the other truth, which concerns God the Creator and Lord of man, who always wants man to be of his Word.
But also when one destroys the uncreated and divine eternal truth, one destroys every truth that derives from it. Today the mystery of the Blessed Trinity is destroyed, and instantly all the mysteries of our faith are destroyed. This is why Jesus and the other founders of religion are equal and this is also why the Gospel should not be preached and no conversion should be asked of man. We are all equal and all brothers. This means the death of the biblical faith and the death of our most holy Catholic religion. This death creates a cosmic disaster, a disaster that invests every man, invests heaven and earth, invests time and eternity. This death delivers man to the slavery of sin and the works of the flesh, a slavery from which no one will ever be able to come out. He who draws us out of all slavery is one: Jesus of Nazareth, the only name in which it is established that we can be saved, liberated, redeemed. Jesus of Nazareth is the Only Begotten Son of the Father, he is his Eternal Word who became flesh in the womb of the Virgin Mary. May the Mother of God come and deliver us from this disaster. If She does not come to our rescue, darkness will overshadow humanity. They are already beginning to arise and invade the earth.
